  Sunday, March 12th was a very unique and special day 
in the life of our church.  We had a wedding.  But not 

just any wedding.  Of all the many weddings I have ever 
performed, this one was different.  Usually, weddings 

are filled with lots of hoopla and fanfare.  But this one, 
was more subdued.  Perhaps that was the beauty of it.  
The groom and his bride to be sat quietly on the front 
pew during the morning service, and when the sermon 

was over, they stood, repeated their vows, and were 
joined as husband and wife.  Perhaps it was just the 
purity and the simplicity of it that made it so special.  

Simple in transaction, but deep in meaning. 
 

It reminded me of how weddings were done in days 
of the Old Testament.  In days of old the young 

bridegroom would gather with his friends and relatives.  
He would mount himself upon a camel and lead his 

family and friends in a precession, they are all following 
on foot.  The group waits until night to gather quietly 
outside of the brides home.  And with a loud shout, 
they awaken her.  It’s called “the midnight cry”.  The 
bride realizes that her bridegroom has come fore her. 

 

This was the “journey of the bridegroom”.  It goes back 
to the Hebrew wedding of ancient times.  In order for 

there to be a marriage, the bridegroom had to first make 
a journey from his house to the house of the bride.  It 

didn’t matter where she lived, across the camp or across 
the desert; wherever she was, he had to journey to her. 

  

For us, there is a mystery hidden here.  The bridegroom 
is a shadow of God.  And we are each born to be the 

bride.  But in order for there to be a marriage, the 
joining of the two, the bridegroom must always 

journey from his house to the house of the bride. 
 

Two thousand years ago the Bridegroom, God, 
undertook the journey of the bridegroom.  He traveled 
not across a city or desert, but across time and space; 
from heaven, the house of the Bridegroom, to earth, 

the house of the bride.  There was never a time 
when the bride traveled to the bridegroom.
